Seat Belt Program Grant Application
Seat belts have been proven to save lives. In fact, research has found that wearing seat belts can reduce the risk of fatal and critical injuries by 45-65 percent. In Wisconsin only 75% of people wear seat belts, and seat belt use among teens is the lowest of all age groups. 

Through a partnership with the Wisconsin Department of Transportation and Ford Motor Company, the Children’s Health Education Center is proud to offer $1000 Program Grants to fund seat belt safety programs in high schools throughout the state. 

Grants will be awarded to five Wisconsin high schools to create a comprehensive teen seat belt safety program for their school. Applications will be scored on how well projects meet the following criteria: 
· Increase seat belt use among teen drivers and passengers

· Engage teens in the planning and delivering of activities
· Include peer-to-peer education, peer mentoring, or a service learning activities
· Involve the partnership of police, fire, media, civic, or other community group

· Feature significant educational activities at regular intervals (at least monthly) throughout the grant period 
· Incorporate Ford’s Driving Skills for Life program and/or website resources 

As the goal of this program is to provide a comprehensive seat belt program, one-time events such as a mock crash, guest speaker, or a safety fair will not be funded.
